AGE REQUIREMENTS

someone 15 years of age or older in the water.  Swim test may be conducted at any time by 

staff if swim ability is questionable.  We will provide a wristband indicating height for the slide 
when 48” requirement is in question, please ask a staff member in the guard office.
